1. Loosen Fixing Screws (2) on the Fixture and remove the Mounting Plate as shown in Fig. 1.

2. Feed wires through Gasket and Mouting Plate. Install Mounting Plate with Gasket to Junction Box (by others) using provided Screws
(Gasket and Screws are included).

3. Connect the Fixture to the power supply through the Junction Box, Gasket and Mounting Plate.

4. Complete the wiring to the supply wires and ground. Make electrical connections as shown in wiring diagram (Fig. 12). Use approved
wiring connectors and wire to local NEC codes. Push all wires back into Housing.

5. Be careful not to pinch wires, place Fixture over Mounting Plate. Install and tighten Fixing Screws (2) as shown in Fig. 2.
