SELECTING DOWNLIGHT OR NIGHTLIGHT MODE

The product can be used in one of two modes: downlight mode, 
which provides full brightness and allows selection from five 
color temperatures, or nightlight mode. Night light mode provides 
reduced light output at 2000K color temperature for very soft 
illumination at night.
Downlight mode:
Turn on the light switch to activate the light fixture.
Nightlight mode:
Switch off then turn switch on within 3s to activate nightlight 
mode.
NOTE：The light mode can be switched by switch cycle within 
3s. Over 3s, it’s always the downlight mode.
